WHERE TO REGISTER…

TIME FOR TOURISM?
One of Glasgow’s most loved architects is Charles Rennie Mackintosh. One of his most famous buildings houses the Glasgow School of Art, and can be viewed by joining a guided tour (4 times a day – booking possible via the GSA website www.gsa.ac.uk).  There was a severe fire there last year so much of the building is being restored, but the tour now also shows many of his furniture designs. 
The Scotland St School is now a museum run by Glasgow City Council. As with all Glasgow City Council Museums, entry is free of charge. Scotland St is easy to reach by taking the Subway from Buchanan St to the Shields Road Subway station. 
Designed by Charles Rennie Mackintosh in 1903, the Willow Tea Rooms at 217 Sauchiehall Street, remain one of Glasgow’s favourite attractions. The Rooms retain the original features, and you can get food there through the day until 5pm.
